We believe in one true God who eternally exists in three persons: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, equal in
power and glory.

Jesus Christ

We believe Jesus Christ is fully God and fully man. He was born of a virgin, lived a sinless life, died on the
cross as a substitutionary sacrifice for our sins, rose bodily from the grave, ascended into heaven, and
will return in glory.

(Philippians 2:5-11; 1 Corinthians 15:3—4,; Hebrews 7:25)

The Holy Spirit

We believe the Holy Spirit is a divine Person who convicts the world of sin, regenerates sinners, indwells
believers, seals them for redemption, and empowers them to live godly lives.

(John 16:7-14; Ephesians 1:13-14)

Humanity & Sin

We believe all people are created in the image of God. Because of Adam’s sin, humanity is fallen and
spiritually dead, unable to save itself apart from God’s grace.

(Genesis 1:26—27; Romans 5:12; Ephesians 2:1-3)

Salvation

We believe salvation is a gift of God’s grace, received by faith alone in Jesus Christ alone. All who trust in
Him are forgiven, justified, adopted as children of God, and kept by His power.

(Ephesians 2:8-9; Romans 10:9-13)

The Church
We believe the Church is the body and bride of Christ, made up of all who are born again. Believers are
called to gather regularly in local churches for worship, teaching, fellowship, prayer, service, and mutual



care.
(Ephesians 1:22-23; Acts 2:42; Hebrews 10:24-25)

Ordinances
We believe the Lord Jesus Christ established two ordinances for the Church:
e Baptism by immersion for believers as a public testimony of faith
e The Lord’s Supper as a remembrance of Christ’s death and our hope in His return
(Matthew 28:19; 1 Corinthians 11:23-26)

Christian Living

We believe believers are called to live holy lives by the power of the Holy Spirit, walking in love,
obedience, humility, and truth. We seek to honor God in all areas of life while extending grace and
compassion to others.

(Romans 12:1-2; Galatians 5:16)

Marriage & Sexuality

We believe marriage is a covenant union between one man and one woman, and that sexual intimacy is
God’s gift to be expressed only within marriage. We affirm God’s call to holiness while extending
compassion, dignity, and the hope of redemption to all people through Jesus Christ.

Christian Liberty

We believe that in matters where Scripture allows freedom, believers are to act according to conscience,
faith, and love, seeking unity rather than division and refusing to judge one another over disputable
matters.

(Romans 14; 1 Corinthians 8)

Last Things

We believe in the personal return of Jesus Christ, the resurrection of the dead, eternal life for those who
belong to Christ, and final judgment for those who reject Him.
